< Each year the service is written by the women of a different country and is sent
around the world by the World Day of Prayer International Committee, based in
New York. Committees in each country then prepare it for use in their own
countries.

< It has been officially celebrated in New Zealand since 1931.
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Presbyterian women of USA begin an annual day of prayer for home
mission.

Many denominations have annual days of prayer for different aspects of
mission.

Various days of prayer become one World Day of Prayer in 1927.
Observance on first Friday in Lent becomes fixed as first Friday in March.

Different countries begin to write the annual services. New Zealand has
written it twice — in 1938 and 1973.
